Worrall Seconded. Minutes were approved without amendment. 

Treasurerôs Report 
Treasurer Beth Evans gave an oral and written report.  The Regular Account Balance is $14,177.21 with $175.00 in deposits 
and $99.31 in disbursements.  The Raffle Account Balance is $500.72, with no deposits and $ 250.05 in disbursements.   

Old Business  
1.    UAF Bazaar Chair ï This is a key event to raise funds for the guild. Thanks to Jodella Wheat, Carol McConahy, and 

Sonja Zastrow, who volunteered as co-chairs!   

New Business  
1.    Dues Discussion - Two proposals were developed by the board.  Our budget for the past several years has exceeded our 
income.  The cost of newsletters was one budget item that has been increasing dramatically.  This yearôs budget includes 
projections for strong levels of fund raising.  While we do have a cash balance of $14,000, the Board did not want to use 
the funds to balance the budget annually. The first priority for the funds will be to cover the IRS tax return for the guild and 
any payments and or penalties that we may owe.  The Board proposed use of remaining funds for programs and activities 
that are consistent with the Guild purpose, such as scholarships, promoting quilting in the community, membership incen-
tives, etc. Barbara Doogan moved and Ellen Coughenour seconded to wait for decision on dues increase and use of 
regular account funds until audit/IRS is complete. The motion passed. 

2.    Barbara Doogan moved and Mary Worrall seconded that a $5 printed newsletter surcharge be instituted for the fiscal 
year beginning in October 2010. The motion passed. 

3.    Elizabeth Shapland moved and Laura Fenton seconded that a committee be established to begin evaluating options for 
use of funds to increase community outreach. The motion passed.  Laura Fenton, Ellen Coughenour, Sharon Weekley, 
Melissa Sikes and Kaye Organ volunteered to serve on the committee.
