The meeting was opened by President, Jeannine Senechal at 7:20 pm. Angela Apple -McConahy, Denise Gelenek
(a member from 20 years ago), and Molly Ford -Coats were introduced as guests. Laura Fenton and Mary Burke
seconded for the minutes to be approved without amendment.

Treasurerds Report

Treasurer Beth Evans gave an oral and written report. The Regular Account Balance is $11,237.01 with $30.00
in deposits and $673.73 in disbursements. The Raffle Account Balance is $51.81, with no deposits or disburse-
ments in the past month. The accountant is beginning to work on our tax records; we will be submitting an ini-
tial retainer fee.
