Size: No smaller than 8ò by 8ò 

 No larger than 100ò around 

 Consider other than square shapes, e.g. round, oval, triangle 

 

Fabric:  Preprinted fabric giving the false impression of pieced work is not what we are looking for. One pre 

 printed piece, such as a teddy bear or other animal that is appliqued onto a background is acceptable. 

 

Quilting:  Whole cloth quilting that highlights special quilting is encouraged. Hand quilting is preferred; but 

  machine quilting as well as tying will be accepted. 

 

Quality of Work:  Care must be taken to present QUALITY workmanship. The committee head will assure that all 

   entries are well done, signed by the quiltmaker, and dated.
