1. Two items regarding finances were discussed. 

A.    Membership Dues:  The Board will propose raise dues to more adequately cover our operating costs.  The proposal is 

to increase dues to $30.00 a year and give a break of $5.00 a year to those who do not receive the newsletter on line.  The 

senior rate would be $25.00 with $5.00 discount.  The pro-rated dues for those joining after April 1 would be $15.00 with 

no Newsletter discounts.  

There was discussion of what our dues cover and that includes costs that do not have an automatic fundraising component 

connected to them.

2. There was discussion of the need to have another event in the spring that would possibly bring the members togetheréi.e. the 

new members tea.   

3. Workshops:  2010 Coordination/Communication with instructor ï Barbara Dieges ï Janine will call Timmie Sue about this.   

4. By-Laws Review ï Janice will act as Chair for a Review Committee and will find two others to make up the committee for re-

view.  Plans are to have any changes in hand by August so they can be discussed and ready to vote on at the October meeting. 

5. March Newsletter items ï minutes of this meeting will be included. A final copy of the budget will go in.  April is the spring 

potluck and annual potholder exchange.  One to exchange and one to contribute to the bazaar.  Volunteers are still needed for 

some committees.
