Scrappy Squares in Squares 

 

Fabric and Cutting 
Something fast and easy for summer sewing! Use batik fabrics in light, medium and dark. You’ll want to 
be sure your fabrics have good contrast. Use any colors except black, brown and gray. Make each block 
one color family. 

A – 4 ½” X 2 ½” rectangle. (2 light and 2 medium) 

B – 2 ½” square. (2 light and 2 medium) 

C – 4 ½” square. (1 dark) 

Sewing 
Sew your 2 ½” squares together. Press to the darker fabric. Sew your rectangles, short sides together. 
Press to the darker fabric. Sew the pieced squares to each side of the large square, then sew the block 
together as pictured.                    Finished size is 8 inches, 8 ½ inches unfinished.
